Our cohorts are offered in one of two predetermined formats:

1. Online - All class sessions are presented online.

2. Blended - Classes meet face-to-face three times per semester with
the remaining 12 classes conducted online.

The Educational Leadership program will also work with individual school
districts, educational service centers, and CTC programs to customize a
cohort that meets the needs of faculty.

Admission requirements

Applicants must hold a four-year undergraduate degree from an
accredited institution. Applicants are required to submit scanned
copies of official or unofficial transcripts from all institutions
attended. Upon admission, final official or notarized copies of
transcripts from all institutions where degrees were earned and
diplomas from international institutions must be submitted.

They are also required to submit a copy of a valid Ohio
principal’s license.

Ed.S. Degree Program

Students who have already completed a master's degree may instead choose to
pursue admission into the post-master's Specialist Degree (Ed.S.) in Educational
Leadership to complete the above requirements. The Ed.S. Program is also offered
in a blended on-line format and requires a minimum of 30 semester hours.
