AMENDMENT TO COLUMBUS CITY SCHOOLS AGREEMENT
To Provide Consultant Services

All parties agree to this amendment to the Columbus City Schools Agreement to Provide Consultant
Services to add the following:

1. Vendor shall maintain and upon request provide CCS evidence of required state and federal
accreditation for all staff it provides to carry out the Agreement, including but not limited to, state
licensure and/or certification.

2. Vendor certifies that it has received for all staff it provides to carry out the Agreement BCI and FBI
fingerprinting background checks and that no staff provided to carry out the Agreement have been
convicted or pled guilty of a disqualifying offense as set forth in Section 3319.39 (B) of the Ohio
Revised Code. Vendor shall maintain and upon request will provide CCS with such background
check documentation.

3. Vendor shall furnish proof that it and staff provided to carry out the agreement are covered under a
general liability insurance policy for their acts in connection with this Agreement. Such coverage
shall be in an amount of at least $1 million per incident. The Vendor will provide CCS upon request
with a certificate of insurance.

4. Vendor shall maintain the confidentiality of records,, files, document and other materials which
contain student information as required by the Federal Educational Rights and Privacy Act
(“FERPA”) in 20 U.S.C. Section 1232g (a) (4) (V) and the Ohio Revised Code Section 3319.321.
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The Columbus City School District does not discriminate based upon sex, race, color, national origin, religion, age, disability, sexual orientation, gender
identity/expression, ancestry, familial status or military status with regard to admission, access, treatment or employment.
