Listen to audio books in the car -- especially when going on trips out of town
Log into Sora to download e books or audio books

Print out free fact practice sheets from Math-drills.com

Math is just as important as reading. Students should spend 15-20 minutes on iReady lessons a
few times a week, and another 15-20 minutes a few times a week practicing math fact fluency
{flash cards or online fact games).

You can use any
method you like for this, including using flashcards or on the computer. This will be your first
math assessment.

3. Practice your typing skills. Practice as much as you need to, so that you can type a page
(about 250 words) in 20-30 minutes. You can use Typing Agent for this, or any method you
choose. There are many other free online programs to help you with this, including: BBC Dance
Mat Typing, Typing Adventure, and Learning Games for Kids (Keyboard Practice).
